Applications are hereby invited for the next stage of the scholarship programme funded by 
the JPGU Kanto Postal Workers Union of Japan in collaboration with UNI Global Union.

Online Applications can be submitted from June 05, 2026, to June 25, 2026. 

A copy of the completed application along with all supporting documents, duly 
recommended by the branch secretary of the relevant union where the parent holds 
membership, must be sent by registered post to the General Secretary of the respective 
parent union on or before June 30, 2026. 

Selection examinations will be held in mid-July 2026, and the scholarships are scheduled 
to be awarded towards the end of August 2026. 



 

First Category (A): 
Students who passed G.C.E. (O/L) in 2023–2024 and are currently studying for G.C.E. (A/L) 

• Sat for the G.C.E. (O/L) examination for the first time in 2023 (held May 05–16, 2024; 
results released September 2024) 

• Sat for the G.C.E. (O/L) examination for the first time in 2024 (held March 17–26, 2025; 
results released July 2025) 

Second Category (B): 
Students studying at Universities 

Students who, from the commencement of the scholarship, will be studying in a Sri Lankan 
University for a minimum period of two years, including those selected for university 
admission as confirmed by the University Grants Commission. 

Important Points to Note When Applying 
• Only one student per member family may apply. 
• This scholarship scheme is applicable to the children of members of the above unions. 
• If both the member and other family members are employed, a salary certificate for 

December 2025 certified by the relevant institutional head must be submitted. 
• Certified copies of examination certificates and extracurricular achievements must be 

submitted. 
• University students must submit registrar confirmation and UGC admission letter. 
• Families that have received this scholarship previously are not eligible to reapply. 
• The applicant’s parent must have completed at least two years of union membership.
